e Do not operate with the flexible light tightly coiled. To prevent overheating do not allow contact between flexible light
cables and parts of light cables. Maintain at least 12 mm (0.47 inches) spacing between flexible light cables or parts

of light cables.

e Do not puncture, cut, shorten, or splice the flexible lighting.

e Do not route the cord or flexible lighting through walls, doors, windows or any like part of the building structure.

e Do not use if there is any damage to the light or cord insulation. Inspect periodically.

e Do not submerge flexible light in liquids, or use the product in the vicinity of standing water or other liquids.

Do not secure this product or its cord with staples,
nails, or anything that may damage the insulation or permanently attach the light to the building structure.
